Throughout the half term, we will con-

tinue to develop our understanding 

of written strategies for addition, sub-

traction, multiplication and division.  

We will also: 

• Multiply and divide fractions  

by fractions and integers.  

• Find fractions of an amount and 

solve problems involving this skill.  

• Solve problems involving fractions.  

• Convert between metric units of 

measure and solve problems.  

• Convert between metric units and 

imperials units of measure.  

Wider Curriculum 

In science, we will be studying electricity. We will construct simple series circuits, 

to help investigate questions about what happens when we try different com-

ponents, for example, switches, bulbs, buzzers and motors.  We will represent a 

simple circuit in a diagram using recognised symbols.
