This half term, we will continue to
develop our understanding of written
strategies for addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division.

PSHE

We will contfinue fo
spend time doing circle
time and PSHE sessions to allow the chil-
dren to talk through any worries or con-
cerns that they have—our priority is to
continue to make sure that our children
feel safe and happy in school. Within
class, we also have our ‘Thoughts and
Feelings’' box for the children to use af
any time.

In PSHE lessons, we will be looking at the
social pressures that may rise as part of
growing up. We will think of strategies for
saying no fo peers and the importance
of making our own decisions. We will dis-
cuss the pressures that we may have to
face in the future and how we can deal
with them in a mature way.

RE

In RE lessons, we will be looking at the different religious
groups and places of worship in our local area. As a class,
we will gather information about religion in our area and
we will create a fact file. We will also discuss how different
places of worship are used in the local community,

Computing

We will look at creating websites for a chosen purpose, iden-
fifying what makes a good webpage. Throughout the pro-
cess, we will pay specific attention to copyright and fair use
of media.

PE

In our PE sessions, we will participate in OAA (outdoor ad-
venturous activities) and circuit fraining. During circuit train-
ing, we will develop our stamina and strength. In OAA we will
develop our team work and problem solving skills.

Home Learning

Each half term, we require children to complete at least one
homework project from the selection below.

Create a poster or brochure for
a new fravel company which
arranges visits to the Arctic
or Antarctic. Use powerful
images and vocabulary to
tempt customers!

Imagine a domestic animal, such
as a dog, becomes an inhabit-
ant of the Arctic or Antarctic.
How would it have to adapt to
survive there? Longer, thicker
haire What else?

Create your own fact file or
presentation about the lives of
the Inuit people.

Use a range of snowy images to
create a polar collage. Remem-
ber to use lots of interest-
ing textures, shapes, colours and
patterns.

Using what you already know
about climate change and by
dong your own research, write a
persuasive text explaining how
humans need to work together
to reduce global warming and
protect the polar regions.

Imagine that you are Ernest
Shackleton. Write a diary entry
(or more) during the time of his
famous 1914 expedition to Ant-

arctica.

Monster SATs
