Make a model or sculpture                    

of Guy Fawkes, a gunpowder              

barrel, the Houses of                             

Parliament or King James I.  

Write a diary entry from one of the    

plotters point of view.  

Who will you choose to be? Guy 

Fawkes? Thomas Percy? Robert     

Catesby? 

Make a comic strip of the events       

surrounding The Gunpowder Plot.  

Create your own cartoon characters 

and make it as eye-catching as         

possible!  

  Our focus this half term will be history. Through 

our history lessons, we will explore the history of 

our local area and its part in The Gunpowder 

Plot.  

In DT, we will create a throne for King James II 

and think carefully about stability and how to 

strengthen materials, drawing upon our         

scientific knowledge of materials.
